Send written notices to companies with which you have direct deposit (employer, 
government deposits, pension, transfers from other financial institutions, 
investment dividends, child support or court-issued deposits, etc.) notifying them 
that you want to switch your direct deposits to your new account at New Century 
Federal Credit Union.

Send written notices to companies who automatically take payments from your 
checking account (utilities, mortgage, insurance, brokerage, credit cards, internet 
service providers, transfers to other banks, child support or court issued payments, 
fitness clubs, day care                              etc.) notifying them that you are closing 
the account. 

 
_____Authorization for Automatic Payment 
 Send a notification to companies in order to set up new automatic payments 
 
_____Verify that your direct deposits and automatic payments have begun posting 
 to your new account at New Century Federal Credit Union. 
  
_____Account Closing Request 

Send written notice to your old financial institution informing them you are 
closing your account.
